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NEWLY DIAGNOSED HIV CASES

In October 2020, there were 735 confirmed HIV-positive
individuals reported to the HIV/AIDS & ART Registry of the
Philippines (HARP) [Figure 1]. Twenty one percent (153)
had clinical manifestations of advanced HIV infection® at
the time of testing [Table 1].

Ninety-six percent (704) of the reported cases were male.
The median age was 28 years old (age range: 3-60 years
old). More than half of the cases (52%, 379) were 25-34
years old and 28% (204) were 15-24 years old at the time
of diagnosis.

Anti-retroviral Treatment (ART)

In October 2020, there were 579 patients who were
initiated on ART [Figure 3]. The median CD4 of these
patients upon enrollment was 153 cells/mm?.

A total of 47,013 people living with HIV (PLHIV) were
presently on ART as of October 2020. Most (96%) were
males. The age of reported cases ranged from 1 to 79
years (median: 31 years old). Ninety-five percent were on
first line regimen, 4% were on second line, and 1% were
on other line of regimen.

More than a third (40%, 295) were from the National
Capital Region (NCR). Region 4A (20%, 146), Region 3
(16%, 121), Region 6 (7%, 54), and Region 12 (5%, 36)
comprised the top five regions with the most number of
newly reported cases for this reporting period, together
accounting for 88% of the total cases [Figure 2].

Sexual contact remained as the predominant mode of
transmission (99%, 725). Among the newly reported
cases infected through sexual contact, 60% (437)
reported transmission through male to male sex, 28%
(200) through males who have sex with both males and
females, and 12% (88) were through male to female sex.
Further, less than one percent (1) were infected through
mother-to-child transmission. Nine cases (1%) had no
data on mode of transmission.

In October 2020, 13 were reported pregnant at the time
of diagnosis. Five cases each were from NCR and Region
4A; and one case each from Regions 3, 10 and 12.

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HIV/AIDS EPIDEMIC TRENDS IN THE PHILIPPINES (January 1984 - October 2020)

The first case of HIV infection in the Philippines was reported in 1984. Since then, there have been 81,169 confirmed
HIV cases reported to the HARP. Ninety-four percent (76,216) of those diagnosed were male® and 6% (4,942) were
female®. At the time of diagnosis, more than half (51%, 41,163) were 25-34 years old’ while 23,303 (29%) were youth
15-24 years old’. The median age was 28 years old (age range: 1 month - 82 years). Seventy-two percent (58,715) of
the total diagnosed cases in the Philippines were reported from January 2015 to October 2020. Thirteen percent
(10,552) of the reported cases had clinical manifestations of advanced infection® at the time of reporting [Figure 4].

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Modes of transmission (MOT)

From January 1984 to October 2020, sexual contact
among males who have sex with males [MSM] (86%,
65,287) was the predominant MOT, followed by
male-female sex (10%, 7,997), and sharing of infected
needles (3%, 2,197). More than half of MSM (52%,
34,113) were 25-34 years old at the time of testing, and
31% (20,146) were 15-24 years old. Among diagnosed
females, male-female sex was the most common MOT
(93%, 4,590) followed by sharing of infected needles
(3%, 137) [Table 3].

A total of 207 children (less than 10 years old™), eight
adolescents (10-19 years old"), and one adult foreigner
(22 years old") were reported to have acquired HIV
through mother-to-child transmission.

From 1984 to 2006, the predominant MOT was
male-female sex. From 2007, the trend shifted to sexual
contact among MSM as the predominant MOT and has
remained as such to the present. From January 2015 to
October 2020, 84% (49,288) out of the total (58,715)
diagnosed cases were among MSM.

From 1984 to 2009, transmission through sharing of
infected needles was less than one percent of the total
cases reported. The proportion of HIV cases among people
who inject drugs (PWID) increased sharply in 2010, at 9%
(147) of the total cases reported that year. Further, the
proportion of new cases among PWID remained at less
than 6% of the annual newly diagnosed cases in the
succeeding years.

In October 2020, 204 (28%) cases were among youth 15-24 years old and 94% of whom were male. Almost all (99%,
201) were infected through sexual contact (20 male-female sex, 136 male-male sex, 45 sex with both males &
females™) and 1% (3) had no data on the MOT.

From January 1984 to October 2020, 23,303 (29%) of the reported cases were 15-24 years old. Ninety-seven percent
(22,662) were infected through sexual contact (2,516 male-female sex, 13,766 male-male sex, 6,380 sex with both
males & females™), 479 (2%) were infected through sharing of needles, one (<1%) was infected through
mother-to-child transmission, and 161 (1%) had no data on the MOT. Seventy-five percent (17,435 out of 23,303) of
all 15-24 years old at the time of testing were diagnosed from January 2015 to October 2020. Since 2004, more males
were diagnosed from this age group. However, the number of diagnosed HIV cases among female youth had increased
significantly in the past five years. The total diagnosed females aged 15-24 years old in January to October 2020 (104)
was 37% higher compared with the same reporting period (76) in 2015.

In October 2020, there were 27 newly diagnosed
adolescents. Of these, six were 15-17 years old and 21
were 18-19 years old. All newly reported adolescent cases
were infected through sexual contact (5 male-female sex,
20 male-male sex, 2 sex with both males & females?).
Further, one child was diagnosed with HIV in this
reporting period and was infected through mother-to-child
transmission.

Four percent (3,489) of all diagnosed cases from January
1984 to October 2020 were 19 years old and younger at
the time of diagnosis. Of these, six percent (213) were
children less than 10 years old. Among the children, 207
(97%) were infected through mother-to-child transmission;
one (<1%) through blood transfusion; and five (2%) had
no data on MOT. Further, 94% (3,276) were adolescents.
Twenty-seven were 10-14 years old, 486 were 15-17 years
old and 2,763 were 18-19 years old. Of the adolescents,
96% (3,146) were infected through sexual contact (396
male-female sex, 2,020 male-male sex, and 730 sex with
both males & females?), 90 (3%) were infected through
sharing of infected needles, 8 (<1%) through mother-to-
child transmission, and 32 (1%) had no data on MOT.

Overseas Filipino Workers (OFW)

Fifty-four Filipinos who worked overseas within the past
five years, whether on land or at sea, were newly
diagnosed in October 2020. They comprised 7% of the
total cases for this period. Of these, 93% (50) were male.

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Further, all of the male cases were infected through
sexual contact (8 male-female sex, 27 male-male sex,
and 15 sex with both males and females?). The ages of
male OFWs ranged from 23 to 54 years (median: 33
years). More than half (54%, 27) of the male cases were
25-34 years old at the time of testing and 36% (18) were
35-49 years old. Among the 4 female OFWs, all where
infected through male-female sex. Seventy-five percent
(3) were 25-34 years older at the time of testing and
25% (1) were 35-49 years old. The age range among
diagnosed female OFWs were from 27 to 35 years
(median: 32 years old).

From January 1984 to October 2020, nine percent
(7,604) of the total cases were OFWs [Figure 9]. Of
these, 6,612 (87%) were male. Almost all (99%, 6,532)
of male cases were infected through sexual contact
(1,639 male-female sex, 2,917 male-male sex and 1,976
sex with both males and females?). The ages of male
OFWs ranged from 16 to 80 years (median: 32 years).
Among 992 female OFWs, 97% (965) were infected
through male-female sexual contact. The ages of female
OFWs ranged from 20 to 73 years (median: 34 years
old).

People who engage in transactional sex

People who engage in transactional sex are those who
reported that they either pay for sex, regularly accept
payment for sex, or do both. Reporting of transactional sex
was included in the HARP starting December 2012.

In October 2020, 13% (93) of the newly diagnosed
engaged in transactional sex [Table 4]. Ninety-nine percent
(92) were male and aged from 19 to 57 years old (median:
30 years). Fifty-two percent (48) of the males reported
paying for sex only, 29% (27) reported accepting payment
for sex only and 18% (17) engaged in both. Further, there
was one female aged 23 years old who had engaged in
transactional sex and was reported to have accepted
payment for sex only [Table 4].

A total of 8,533 cases reported to HARP from December
2012 to October 2020 were people who engaged in
transactional sex. Ninety-six percent (8,228) were male.
There were 4,586 (54%) who paid for sex, 2,685 (31%)
who accepted payment for sex, and 1,262 (15%) who
engaged in both [Table 4].

DEATHS AMONG PEOPLE WITH HIV

In October 2020, there were 248" reported deaths due to any cause among people with HIV. Ninety-six percent (238)
were males [Table 5]. One case (<1%) was less than 15 years old® at the time of death, 29 (12%) cases were 15-24
years old’, 109 (44%) were 25-34 years old’, 79 (32%) were 35-49 years old’, and 27 (11%) were 50 years and older’.
Ninety-five percent (235) of the cases were reported to have acquired the infection through sexual contact (37 through
male-female sex, 124 through male-male sex, 74 through sex with both males and females"), 3% (7) through sharing of
infected needles, and <1% (1) were infected through mother and child. Five (2%) reported deaths had no data on
MOT.

A total of 4,444 deaths were reported from January 1984 to October 2020, and 92% (4,090) of whom were male.
Twenty-nine (1%) were less than 15 years old" at the time of death, 656 (15%) were 15-24 years old", 2,224 (50%)
were 25-34 years old", 1,254 (28%) were 35-49 years old", and 276 (6%) were 50 years and older" [Table 5].

Sexual contact (96%) was the most common mode of HIV transmission among reported deaths (870 through male-
female sex, 2,169 through male-male sex, 1,210 through sex with both males and females’). Other modes of
transmission of reported deaths were sharing of infected needles (2%, 107), mother-to-child transmission (1%, 28),
and blood transfusion (<1%, 9) [Figure 117]".
